Authorizing the Director of Economic Development to acquire and re-convey 
certain parcels from/to JSAACC LLC or designee in order to enter in the 
chain-of-title prior to the institution of a TIF. The City will designate certain 
improvements as a public purpose and exempt 100% of these 
improvements from real property taxes. The improvements will take place at 
7515 Cedar Avenue, Cleveland, Ohio 44103, through 2025, with a total project 
investment expected to exceed $9 million.
