Clarence H. Blackall of Boston, Massachusetts was in partnership with local architect George M. Page from
1903 to 1908 in the firm Blackall & Page, but never lived in Cleveland. He was chairman of the Boston
Chamber of Commerce. In Boston he was the architect of Bowdoin Square Theater, Scolley Square Theater, the
Wilbur Theater, and the U.S. Trust Company. His firm also designed the Alpha Tau Omega house, the
University of Illinois Auditorium, and completed the campus plan for the University of Illinois at Champaign -
Urbana.
