Jacob Snyder

Biography:

Jacob Snyder, an Akron-based architect, was born in Columbia County, Pennsylvania. His father was a
contractor and builder. He learned the trade while living at home. He went to Dickinson College in Carlisle,
Pennsylvania, where he took a general college course and theoretical course. After finishing coursework he
went into business in Columbia County. He moved to Akron in 1853 where he began business as a grocer. Two
years later he was engaged in the contracting business and building and architecture. In 1863 he formed a
partnership in the lumber manufacturing business. He served on the Board of Education, as a trustee of Portage
Township. Politically he was raised a Democrat, but switched political alliances during the Civil War becoming
a Republican. He was also in favor of Prohibition. He was a member of the First Methodist Episcopal Church of
Akron, where he was superintendent of Sunday School for several years. He made a specialty of church designs,
and was the originator of the Akron Plan for churches, that included the church and radiating classrooms. He
designed some buildingsin Cleveland and outlying suburbs.
