Frederick Herbert Vogel, born in Allendorf, Germany, was listed as a carpenter in the 1890 City Directory, as
an architect in the 1892 and 1894 City Directories, and as a carpenter in the 1895 directory. He later identified
himself as a builder, when he was responsible for many churches and schools. He moved to 4881 Tiedemann
Road in Brooklyn, where he served on the Board of Education for forty years and as a councilman for two years.
